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1.
Stories

During a Summit, most of our attention is focused on what is taking place during the sessions and the personal needs of our guests.  However, we know that there are very significant things taking place in the homes and conversations with ORC members.  You may want to begin your time together with the sharing of some of these stories.  Here are some questions that might help you to stimulate reflection and discussion:

· What really impressed you about the guests who stayed with you?  

· What conversations through the two weeks really stood out to you?  

· What did you learn about ministry in another part of the world?  

· How did you come to view your own ministry differently?  

· What significant connections were made with members of your family and friends?  

Use this reflection to celebrate the opportunity that we had to host our guests, but also as a way to focus in prayer for them.

2.
Artisanship
Although the focus in this week’s message was not part of the “Artisanship and the Lifelong Pursuit of Wisdom,” you may also want to reflect on lessons learned or perspective gained from our guests.  

· What perspectives did they add to points being made by Jeff in the messages?

· What were the things in Proverbs that were especially important to them?

· How did they address the issue of developing the biblical wisdom tradition in cultures that may already have other wisdom traditions?

3.
Antioch Vision

At several points in the Summit, there was a special emphasis on the overall vision for BILD.  What came into better focus during the Summit?  What questions do you still have?  What things during the Summit were particularly helpful for you to engage in the effort and take steps forward in your own commitment and participation?

4.
France
Jean-Claude speaks passionately about the priority of church planting movements and models radically in his own life.  Reflect on what it means for him to continue to plant churches, build them up, then move on to new church plants.  Consider how this model represents the New Testament teaching and how it fits contemporary Western society.  Discuss how important it is to have church planting movements, even in places like France that was once a center of Christianity, but now has 35,000 villages being without an established church.  
5.
Bihar, India
Ponraj is a renowned missions leader in India.  He has written extensively, participated in every major mission consultation, but perhaps most importantly, he has modeled dedication and strategic decisions.  Reflect on what it has meant to him personally to focus on such a difficult and needy part of India.  Use the example of Ponraj to help think about India as a “country of countries” whose states have very distinct governments and cultures, often even different languages.  Discuss the impact of Ponraj on his son Daniel, who grew up in a boarding school, but now has spent many years aggressively leading ministry in the state south of Bihar.  Also, consider the tremendous training issues that Ponraj must address, such as the need for leadership development in an oral culture.
6.
Church Planting Movements
There has been much attention given over the last two weeks to a concept called “church planting movement.”  Make sure that you understand what this means and why it is so important.  Discuss the difference between this approach to missions and others that have been used by Western missionaries.  If you haven’t drawn the connections well before, make sure that you see the tight relationship between the foundation of BILD and the approaches being taken by these indigenous national leaders.  The planting and establishment of churches is not an afterthought or end result, but a foundational strategic component of the Pauline Cycle for “turning the world upside down” for Christ.
